I love ice cream. I love the way it looks in a cone in my hand. I love its coldness on my lips
and the inside of my mouth. I love the sweetness, the creaminess, and the slight hint of
saltiness. I like to push the ice cream down into the point at the bottom of the cone with my

tongue.

D I love ice cream so much that my wife bought me a machine, an ice-cream maker, for my

birthday. It’s quite simple: you collect the ingredients (cream, milk, sugar, vanilla flavor)
and mix them together. Then you put the mixture into the machine, which is very cold

inside, and switch the machine on. After 35 minutes, it is ready.

The best thing, though, is that my wife and I make ® it together. It is very simple. I can
do it by myself. My wife can do it by herself. We choose to make it together and eat it
together.

It fills most of the cone, so there is nothing to push down
with my tongue.

what the difference is. I found out that soft-serve ice cream has less milk than ordinary
ice cream (5~6% compared to 10% or more), but it also contains a lot of chemicals to make
it sweeter and creamier. The machine that makes it looks like it belongs in a factory, not
my kitchen. The only good thing I can think of about soft-serve ice cream is that it does not

melt as quickly as ordinary ice cream, so my fingers don’t get so sticky.

And the most important thing is missing: the fun of making it together and eating it

together.
